ABSTRACT

A faunistic study of the Lepidoptera from Mt. Cheondeung, Chungju-si (Chungbuk province) in Korea
was investigated during the period from August 5~7, 2002, A total of 250 species belonging to 30 families
of Lepidoptéra collected at two sites, Eumsudae (north part) and Palgakjeong (south part) from Mt,
Cheondeung, are listed, The highest relative dominant of families were Pyralidae (R.D. 24.5), Noctuidae
(R.D. 15.7), Geometridae (R D, 12.4), Nymphalidae (R.D. 7.6), Tortricidae (R.D. 6.8) of this area.
